	What activity has been undertaken by your agency between April 2022 and March 2023 to promote the better reporting of abuse and neglect?


	We have called case conferences with providers and other professional to discuss safeguarding cases. We held monthly contract management meetings with providers to discuss safeguarding cases, and encouraged providers to report these.

Housing new Vulnerable Persons Panel meets every month and our Housing Officers also attend and arrange multi agency / professional meetings and TAF (Table around the family) meetings to manage safeguarding cases.

	Havering Safeguarding SAB website is very informative and comprehensive in explaining about abuse and neglect. It has clear links to reporting and support or advocacy.

	SAB has been successful in developing partnerships strategies, it has reviewed several serious cases in partnership with agencies, and has clear accountability and action points for improvements. These have been followed up and checked.
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
